TORONTO - The Grey Fox, the 
story of turn-of-the-century train 
robber Bill Miner set in the 
Pacific Northwest which won 
seven 1983 Genie Awards in­
cluding best picture, began its 
Canadian theatrical release 
March 25 in Vancouver, two 
days^fterthe Genie ceremonies 
were held in Toronto.
