Winners of the ZERO THE FOOL 
Award and the MONKEYS IN THE 
ATTIC Award were ' not made public 
due to Canada's libel and slander law s. 

The not so funny part of the meeting 
was the round of reports by the Exec u­
tlve Co mmittee on Government action , 

and lac k of it , in dealin g w ith the film 
industry's a ilme nt s. In brie f, th ose re­
po rt s s ummarized the a ttitudes of the 
Federal Gover nme nt , th e C BC, the 
NFB . th e CFDC as imm ob il e . J ac k 
Gray's asse ss ment o f Federa l Gove rn­
me nt progress as "glac ia l -that is, mov­
ing w ith imperceptible speed " was good 
fo r so me laugh s, but the Exec utive and 
the me mbers prese nt did no t view the 
in ade qu acy of Governme nt po li cy w ith 
a ny good hum our. Ca ll s were made fo r 
increase d demands and mo re direc t ac­
tion. 

The s ituatio n w ith the O ntar io Gov­
e rnme nt was re po rted as rela tive ly e n­
co uraging. After years of s ilence the 
Onta rio Government . under th e new 
Mini ster of Culture a nd Rec reati o n , 
Robe rt Welch , is mov in g into inte nsive 
mee tin gs with the industry o n the qu ota 
and lev y legisla tio n . It was reported th at 
the Mini ste r had set mid-June as a target 
date for co mple tio n of studies . It was 
the feelin g of the meeting th at thi s mat­
ter shou ld be pursued . a nd the decisio n 
was t a ken to ho ld a no th e r Ge ne ra l 
Me eting o n Sunday. June 15. T he pur­
pose o f thi s meet ing was to assess the 
quota and levy polic y if it was pre pared , 
and stra tegy for pus hin g harde r if it 
wasn ·t. It now appears that th e policy 
wi ll no t be fin a li zed by June 15 bu t the 
meeting was held to give th e me mbe r­
ship progress report s o n it. a nd th e 
C RTC Hearings of June 10.

c hasing of Canadian film s 
4. a co nfirmatio n of CCFM co mmitt ­
ment to th e de ve lo pme nt of an indi ge n­
o us, as opposed to a branc h plant . film 
industry in Ca nada 
It was de c ided to immediate ly establi sh 
a ne ws lette r and a se ries of policy se mi­
nars to ove rc o me the lac k o f co mmuni­
cation w ith me mbers. 
Since th e A nnu a l Ge nera l Me e tin g, 
CCFM has he ld furth e r mee tings wi th 
the O nta rio Gove rnme nt o n quot a and 
levy leg islation . and with the Federal 
Governme nt o n film po li cy deve lop­
ment. Thro ugh the Cit y Working Group 
on Fi lm , CC FM has met with METPAC 
- a gro up of Toro nto area Cabi net 
Mini s ter s a nd MPs w hi c h in c lude s 
Donald MacDona ld , Mitchell Sharp , 
Robert S ta nbury and Keith Da vey -
and prese nted our views on the film 
s itu ation and it s so lutio ns. 

The Co un cil has also le nt support to 
the Quebec filmmakers in a hea ring in 
Quebec C it y: se nt a letter to a ll 265 MPs 
suppo rting the pro posed Time/Readers 
Digest leg islatio n : pro tested CBC Na­
tional News' refu sal to mentio n the Be st 
Director Aw ard of the Cannes Film Fe s­
ti va l goi ng to Miche l Bra ult for Les 
Ordres (shared with Cos ta-Gravas) . Or­
gani zation members of the CC FM have 
bee n in vo lved in negotiati ons o n the 
Briti sh Co- productio n agree ment. 

The Co uncil appeared at the June 10 
Hearin g of the C RTC on Pay T.V . to 
suppo rt it s brief o n public ow nership as 
the onl y accep ta ble bas is for the entry of 
Pay T . V. into th e Canadian market. Be­
cause of the po te ntia l impact of Pay 
T.V . o n the film indu stry . the se hear­
ings were very impo rtant to o ur future . 

In the past , CC FM has been Exec u­
ti ve o rie nted with too little in vo lve me nt 
of the ge nera l me mbe rship. In our pre s­
ent s ituation it is going to be necessary. 
no t o nly po liticall y but a lso prac tica ll y . 
to broaden the base o f o ur ac ti vi ty and 
to have many mo re peo ple wo rking w ith 
the Execu tive . Think about your ow n 
in vo lve me nt. If yo u support w hat we' re 
doing . join CCFM a nd then join in on 
wo rking in the co ntinua ll y multipl ying 
a reas of the Co unc il' s invo lve ment.
