Expo is loaded with big screen
movies. Most of these are predictable
tourism ads, committee-steered and
government controlled. When Expo
closes in October, and the pavilions dis-
band, there will be a lot of expensive
high-tech screening facilities and pro-
duction tools scattered across the coun-
try. It will be interesting to see if, from
the ashes of Expo, a more intelligent
and innovative use of this cinematic
technology will arise.
