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Tax relief for artists? 
orr A WA - It is anyone's guess 
whether tax relief for Canadian 
artists will be among the 

' changes in Canada's Income 
Tax Act to be announced m 
May. 

"All we know is that the 
minister of Fmance is puttmg 
forward a white paper on tax 
reform," says Nancy Wah, 
executive assistant to Sheila 
Fmestone (Lib.-Mount Royal), 
member of the Standmg Com­
mittee on Communications 
and ·Culture. 

Wah says there is general 
concern among committee 
members that commitee re­
commendations for equitable 
treatment of professional art­
ists under Canada's tax laws 
were not recognized in the re­
cent federal budget speech 
(Feb. 18). 

"The arts and cultural sector 
m Canada generates $5.2 bill­
ion annually and this is one of 
the greatest sectors for 
spinoffs," says Wah. 

"The minister did not men­
tion in the budget that he re­
ceived submissions from the 
arts sector. He did mention the 
voluntary sector and the busi­
ness sector." 

The standing committee re­
commendations are contamed 
m a report on the tax treat­
ment of artlsts and arts organi­
zations. Many of these recom­
mendations have been submit-

ted to the government mother 
reports inciudmg the Fisher re­
port (1984), Bovey report 
(1986) and the Siren-Gelmas 
report (1986). 

Dissatisfaction with the 
budget speech has also been 
expressed in a letter addressed 
to the minister of Fmance by 
Michelle d'Auray, national di­
rector of the Canadian Confer­
ence of the Arts with over 
1,000 members. 

In the letter dated Feb. 24 
d'Auray writes: "We regret the 
government has missed the op­
portunity to assist artists and 
their organizations at a time 
when all interested parties, in­
cluding your colleague, the 
minister of Communications, 
supported the standing com­
mittee's fiscal recommenda­
tions."
