Opinions are divided and some 
teiiipers are high over th is summer ' s 
intended Olympic Games in Mont rea l , 
possibly the first in which going to 
the toilet will be included as a com­
peting event . T h e problem for a film 
crew in promot ing the games is basi­
cally, different: how to present a spec­
tacle which hasn ' t yet happened , in 
facilities which mostly don ' t yet exist. 
In consequence, th is thea t r ica l two-
reeler is, largely and simply, a glossy 
look a t the city itself, somewhere to 
eat, drink and be merry, wi th t h e pros­
pect of the Olympics as a bonus . 

The film is qui te snappi ly p u t to­
gether, wi th shining color and alert 
editing (but burdened by a horrendous 
theme song). It may well succeed in 
snaring unwary touris ts , bu t the vis­
uals are d isappoint ing to anyone wi th 
half an idea of Mont rea l ' s t ru ly r ich 
and varied a t t rac t ions . Fa r too m a n y 
shots are from t h e air and really 
there's no need to t ake to t h e skies 
except as a dodge, when there ' s no­
thing worth showing from ground 
level. Still , B P deserve m u t e d con­
gratulations for sponsoring someth ing 
vaguely topical - and get t ing it into 
first-run thea t res .

Dream On the Run

Hall, Ken Gord and Mickey Andrews. 

The Good 
the Bad and the Ugly. 

This is the soundt rack music of an 
as yet unreleased 1975 C a n a d i a n 
feature co-starring, and co-direct­
ed by, Nicky Fylan and John Edwards . 
The fourteen t racks on the a lbum 
(review copy sound and surfaces ex­
cellent) are most ly very p leasan t and 
well varied in t empo , though not all 
the lyrics soothe the ear as agreeably 
as do the melodies and a r rangements . 
Still, the group of five performers 
manage to sound u n d e m a n d i n g wi thout 
being unrewarding; is it too la te to 
suggest a change of n a m e to 
avoid confusion with t h a t spaghe t t i 
Western? 

The cover sleeve, a t t ract ively 
produced, with stills from the movie, 
describes its music as "midd l e of 
the road count ry" . Fair enough bu t 
t ha t does mischievously present a 
further hazard of sorrows in the per­
sistent blues of bluegrass. I offer 
this lyrical comment : 

/ carry such a hefty load. 
Life's so darn full of false concep­
tions. 
But if I trudge that middle road 
I may get canned in both directions.

In Piers Handling's article Themes from 
Gilles Carle in issue No 26, two lines were 
skipped. The sentence beginning in the 
twelfth line of the right-hand column of p. 31 
should have read as follows: 

''There she will be able to express her 
true nature. Ample and generous, she be­
comes the centre of a community that relies 
on her energy, and looks upon her as moth­
er, mistress and master. She shares her­
self with anyone who needs her help, yet it 
is obvious that there is a naivete to her 
which is extremely dangerous, while also 
being seductively attractive." 

The first two sentences of p. 33 should 
have read as follows: 

That this move towards setting up some 
equivalent to the family is never achieved, 
is not a result of an artistic failing, as has 
so often been levelled at Carle (ie. he 
doesn't know how to end his movies) but it 
is obviously impossible for him to let this 
union or resolution take place. And un­
doubtedly on the evidence of the films his 
view is becoming bleaker and more despair­
ing.
